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NEW AGILITY ENTRY FORM

After consultation with each of the State's agility committees, the ANKC has introduced an agility specific entry form.  South Australians have had their own agility specific entry form for a couple of years now, but the new form is a breakthrough for the rest of the Australian agility community in that it is specific to our discipline and can be used Australia wide.

The new form can be used in two formats:

1. as a separate entry form as has been used in the past;

2. as a multiple entry form to allow competitors to use one entry form per dog per trial.

For example, with the multiple entry form, if you enter ADM, ADO, JDM & JDO at a trial, instead of completing 4 entry forms for your dog, you would now be able to complete one form for your dog, or 2 for a double trial instead of 8.

However, before you use the multiple entry format please check with the trial secretary in question to see if they are happy to receive multiple entries before sending your forms.  As schedules are required to be submitted to Dogs SA several months in advance, trial secretaries have not been given the opportunity to state which format they require.  It will take many more months for notations to be included with schedules before the practice is commonplace.  Please offer trial secretaries the courtesy of finding out which format they prefer (ie separate or multiple) prior to sending your forms.  A trial secretary’s job is hard enough without competitors adding to the extra stress of not using their preferred format.  Just remember – if you continue sending multiple entries when separate entries are required, the trial secretary may just make sure you have ring clashes!

Trial Secretaries Please Note:   Trial schedules cannot state 'separate entry forms' as the multiple
entry forms are approved by the ANKC and Dogs SA so must be accepted if competitors enter that way.

All the Club can note is 'Separate entry forms preferred' on the schedule.
The new entry form can be downloaded from www.agilitysa.com/Forms.htm and is available in both Excel and Word format.  The Excel version has drop down fields to enable you to choose from a list of classes to enter (eg AD, JDX, GDM, etc) and the dog's jump height (200, 300, 400, etc).  All other fields in which you enter details are self-explanatory.  When you first use one of the forms please ensure that all details are filled in and correct, including the dog's registered name with all titles, registered number, your full name, address and membership number, etc.  And most importantly, please remember to sign the forms before sending.  The forms have been designed to allow for 3 forms on one page, so please ensure you trim them to size along the dotted lines before providing to trial secretaries.

If when printing the form your printer comes up with a message that says that the margins are outside the printable area, choose the Ignore (or similar) button and print regardless.  The form should still print out correctly.

All current entry forms in existence, including the South Australian specific entry form and Dogs SA cheque book style entry forms are legal, but please consider using the new Australia wide entry form when your stockpiles run out.
